What are T Levels?

T Levels are technical education courses which
follow GCSEs. One T Level is roughly equivalent
in size to three A levels. These 2-year courses
have been developed with employers so that the
content meets the needs of industry and
prepares students for work.

What are the specialisms?

Students will choose one occupational specialism:

Early Years Educator
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What is the industry placement?

T Level students will spend around 20% of their
course on an industry placement with an
employer. These typically last for around 9
weeks and allow students to put their new
knowledge and skills into practice and gain
confidence in the workplace. Individual
employers and training providers agree how the
placement will work - whether as a block of
time, a series of day releases or a combination
of both. For the Education and Childcare

T Level, the placement may take place in a

nursery or school, depending on the student’s
choice of occupational specialism.

What could this course lead to?

This course is suitable for anyone wanting a
career in the education and childcare sector.
Career options might include Specialist Support
Assistant, Teaching Assistant, Special
Educational Needs Teaching Assistant, Early
Years Officer or Learning Mentor. Students can
also use this T Level to progress to a related
higher-level apprenticeship, higher technical

qualifications or a university degree.
